1. APOLOGIES

2. PERSONALIA

The Chairman reported that Alan Walker, Vice President and known to many was gravely ill.  Alan was co-founder of Gosport Borough HC and also heavily involved in United Services and Royal Navy hockey and known to many on the committee.  [Post meeting note: Sadly, the Chairman noted a few days after the meeting that Alan had passed away].
PvB confirmed she was moving from the area in April and would be standing down from all Hampshire hockey responsibilities.
3. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING 12th December 2016
Thanks were given to FT for preparing the December minutes in the absence of the Secretary.  Said minutes were approved without amendment.  The Secretary noted he had amended one item from that originally produced by FT on advice from KJ.
4. MATTERS ARISING


a
Clash of Junior fixtures with Mercian League (4a)
The Chairman confirmed this would be discussed at the forthcoming South Management meeting to be held on February 16th.

b
Website enhancement to prevent fixture scheduling clash (4b)

RW is still awaiting a quote from Tex Solutions.  Item on-going  (RW).
[Secretary’s Note: Are we still contracted with Tex Solutions or have they been subsumed into another commercial entity following David Lane’s move to Sportplan ?]


c
The Hockey Paper (4c – JT)
The Hockey Paper has launched and is available from selected outlets and online.  The journalist who contacted JT has not been in touch again and no further action is required.  Item Closed.

d
Disciplinary incident involving University of Portsmouth Men’s HC (4e – EMW)

UoP have paid the fine imposed upon them, however they have not acknowledged the warning made.  Sadly, this was not unexpected, but it was agreed that the item should be closed.

e
Enhancements to small screen version of website (4g - RW)

Updates have been completed, however a number of those present have experienced difficulties.  RW asked for feedback so this can be passed on.  On-going.

f
Identification of club Welfare Officers (5 - RW)

Identification of a Club Welfare Officer is now mandatory on the website and must be completed before any other actions can be performed.  GT noted that for anyone to be a Welfare Officer that they must have completed a ‘Time to Listen’ course.  Currently there is no linkage between this requirement and a person being identified as a club Welfare Officer.

g
Discipline issue reported by Andover HC (7a - EMW)

The Chairman confirmed this had been dealt with to the satisfaction of both parties.  Item Closed.

h
Notification of clubs at risk of fine at AGM (10 - JT).

JT confirmed that he would identify clubs at risk of fine prior to the next meeting and intended to warn them directly in advance of the AGM of the position.  All clubs would be reminded that fines would be made directly after the AGM if required.

i
EH Structural Review
The Chairman noted that there had been no replies from counties in the South.  Publication of the findings have been delayed.
5. CORRESPONDENCE
The Secretary brought to the attention of the Council correspondence from an organisation offering to assist with ensuring that the Association met Equality legislation obligations.  Evidence that we met these obligations may be required for a future grant from Hampshire County Council (HCC).  It was agreed that grant requirements should be confirmed before further action takes place.

6. HAMPSHIRE ADMINISTRATOR ROLE
The temporary arrangements following the departure of David Lane were confirmed as follows:
HWHL – administered by RW

Single System (soon to be Player Pathway) – chaired by KJ

Junior Competitions (JC) – administered by KJ.

KJ outlined the job description that he had put together for the Junior Competitions role.  He also noted that with PvB’s imminent departure that the current JC Committee would consist of himself and the association Treasurer only.
After a lengthy discussion it was agreed that there would be no need to create a further role or committee for KJ to report to in the interim, and that until the AGM reporting directly to the Council would be sufficient.  This would be reviewed prior to the AGM.
The Secretary was tasked to advertise for the permanent role of JC Administrator on the website.  This would require candidates to provide a CV, covering letter and evidence of a hockey related DBS check or their likely acceptance of one.

7. REPORTS
a. Discipline

The CDA had only one comment to add to their report, and that was to confirm there were currently no Hampshire players suspended.
b. Treasurer

RW had nothing to add to his report.
c. Single System

KJ noted that the Single System was now to be called the Player Pathway.  Little structural change was involved but aspects of the pathway have been renamed.
He confirmed, in response to a question from the Secretary, that JAC squads were expected to be on the Junior website within the next week or so.
d. Leagues - Outdoor
Men – nothing to add to submitted reports.
Women – the Secretary noted that he had brought to the attention of NS that Haslemere appeared to have no formal change strip and she would raise this with them.

It was confirmed that HWHL would produce their own job description for the portion of the Administrator role that they would pay for.

Indoor
The Secretary reported that Ian Bassett of King Edward VI school, Southampton had offered to run indoor hockey to be based at KES.  His offer, however, had an expectation of remuneration.  The Secretary was asked to check what those expectations were as the role currently is unpaid.

e. Umpires 
JH noted a Hampshire Umpire had achieved L3 status for Indoor hockey.
The Chairman followed up on items raised at the previous meeting.  JH confirmed that consideration of DBS requirement for umpires was still on-going, that the new umpire assessment form was in use (although not formally communicated to date) and that no progress had been made on young umpire development.
f. EH & South

EH - GT highlighted key areas from her report.
The most significant items being:

Increase in recorded affiliated club members by 11% year-on-year to just under 7,000 with an 80% increase in Juniors since 2012.

Launch of ClubMark to replace ClubsFirst.

An Umpire development forum at Fareham HC on 6th March.

Participation in Teacher Training for Primary Schools.
A Club Experience Workshop at Havant where six of the ten clubs attending were from Hampshire.

Advice on ticketing arrangements for upcoming international matches and league finals.

JH asked about access to broadcast matches as they were not available via the EH website to those viewing in the UK.  GT advised that this was due to the current contract with BT Sport.
CW asked about provision of new hockey-suitable astros.  GT remarked that this was now solely the responsibility of Sport England who held the budget exclusively.
PvB asked whether numbers reported by the affiliation date skewed numbers upwards.  GT responded that numbers can be updated continually through the new EH portal.

South – nothing further to report.
g. Cups/Tournaments/Hampshire Day

The Council endorsed Fleet and Ewshot HC’s proposal for hosting Hampshire Day.  RW asked that a quotation with fewer bottles of wine be provided.
ACTION Secretary/Treasurer to provide revised quotation.

MH noted that a large number of matches were due to be played on 8th April and this might prove awkward.
h. Website.
A number of non-connection issues have been observed by those present.  RW again asked for these instances to be reported to him.
8. COMMITTEE MEAL ARRANGEMENTS
The Chairman confirmed that menu options would be notified shortly.
It was agreed to invite both the new HHUA President, David Adams, and GT as guests.  As ever, partners may be required to pay, but this was not guaranteed.

9. DATE AND VENUE OF 2017 AGM
It was agreed that the AGM would be held on 19th June at Fareham HC.  The Treasurer will book the venue.

10. ANY OTHER BUSINESS
JH noted he had researched Equal Opportunity guidance within the EH website and believed the Association was covered through its affiliation to it.
The Chairman thanked PvB for her work on various Association committees and wished her well at this her likely final Council meeting.
