2. PERSONALIA

AD has now taken over as Chairman of FEHC.
3. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS COMMITTEE MEETING HELD ON AUGUST 10th
The date of the meeting in the minutes was corrected.

Blandford Ladies still to be warned following their absence from the HHA AGM and their Men’s section’s absence in 2019.  ACTION – Secretary - outstanding
All news items have been published.
RW to confirm how the setup of the Covid officer is being performed and will follow up with Tex Solutions to ensure names are recorded on the HHA list.
MH asked about South fees as Wimborne have been charged.  RW confirmed they were still being charged as no South AGM yet taken place (RM), and won’t be until October.  RM will check with the South Treasurer on the situation, however EMW stated that a zero fee has been agreed by the South management committee and can confirm this will be the case.  RW stated that any South fees will be removed from the HHA invoices

5. REPORTS
No reports were presented.
6. RETURN TO HOCKEY
a.
Recap on current status – Step 5 approved, facilities survey results

JT reported that almost all clubs had responded to the survey and a small number had reported issues in their response.  Of these, Tadley are now playing at Reading Uni not Bradfield College.  Portsmouth matches on ALNS were uncertain as no decision will be made until September 16th.  The Petersfield situation wasn’t clear at the time of survey but have booked pitches at Dunhurst School (Bedales).
Alton reported they will only have Eggars school available until early October.

Chichester are reportedly using their standard pitch but had not responded.
It appeared pitches were generally available, but access to HMS Temeraire was problematic for outside bookings but Player Pathway had eventually managed to book it.
b.
Confirmation of start date for local leagues

All leagues will start as scheduled.

Southampton Uni only 1st Men’s 1s will be playing in September.
Applications in for Umpire appointments have been made for friendlies.
A formal statement confirming start dates to be posted on website.  ACTION: Secretary [Post meeting note: This has been added to the website]
c.
Potential adoption of additional league rules to cover curtailment of season or inability to play specific matches
SWHL have published their guidance on this matter.

HWHL will adopt most of the SWHL rules and publish shortly.
SHL have made one change to permit clubs to move 3 days either side subject to opposition and umpires agreeing.

HOL will adopt SHL rules, but any greater divergence in dates of matches may be possible, subject to agreement from opposition.
Umpires will assess appointing to ‘irregular’ dates as and when requested.  The more notice the better, but the feeling was that they would likely to be able to cover most.

d.
Other Considerations
Teas – Gosport HC had raised this.  RW will raise with GBHC at up-coming committee meeting.  If they think they can provide teas under the social distancing rules they can offer, but no obligation to provide or attend.
RM noted that conditions on the day might mean not attractive to stay even if teas have been arranged.

EMW observed that teams were likely to be inconvenienced by having to travel back in wet kit wet kit but leagues would have to decide on case-by-case basis if any imposition were to be imposed on away teams not staying.

ACTION: Chairman to draft guidance to clubs [Post meeting note: This has been added to the website]
IOW had commented on their unique travel situation and all noted that this was a difficult area.  It was hoped teams and the IOW would be able to travel to and from the island, but if not they would be dealt with sympathetically by the relevant league Secretaries.
7. EH AGM
EH AGM will be held on Sept 15th.  A calling notice has gone to Chairmen but not yet to Secretaries.  [Post meeting note: Secretaries have received the same notice].  Proxy votes will still count unless we wish to change them, but this was not the Association’s intention.  The Chairman will attend the meeting.
8. ANY OTHER BUSINESS
RW asked MH to check his accounts to see if SCHA fees had been removed, and MH confirmed they had.
In the absence of KJ it was not possible to discuss the EH proposals relating to PP.

MH noted that he had seen EH CEO open letter posted on the website.  It wasn’t clear whether any Hampshire clubs had raised the matter with EH.
The meeting ended at 8.30pm.
