Minutes of 2009 AGM : 
One amendment made to rectify the error that recorded Poole as not present when in fact they had been. Subject to that amendment the Minutes were approved.

Matters arising: 
None

Treasurers Report:
Written report circulated in advance. Richard Wood (RW) referred to the Club charges sheet that had been circulated and explained it had been established so that Clubs could see exactly what the charges were each season. He reported the HHA in good financial shape. JDCs made a good profit last year, which will probably settle down over the next few years. The grant from EH for implementing the Single System is £4,500 and this is the last (calendar) year.
A query was raised as to why the big swing from a £6k deficit last year to a £10k surplus this year. RW explained this was because there was no need to spend any money on the website this year. We also paid two amounts of £5,000 to Hampshire in respect of the HDO costs. We get it back in the sense it pays the wages but due to the difference in the accounting years operated by HHA and Hampshire, two payments had to be shown in one year’s accounts.

The Treasurers report was approved by the floor having been proposed by Steve Downham and seconded by Roger Merry.

Affiliation and competition fees for season 10/11

RW confirmed that because of the surplus he is recommending no increase in affiliation, league or competition fees for the coming season. Further no affiliation fee would be charged for schools.

RW confirmed that the level of travel expenses had never been fixed for Committee Members and Coaches and it was felt it ought to be. It is for the AGM to decide what to pay. HHUA pay 23 pence per mile and it was proposed that this rate be adopted.
Proposals approved by the floor.

Appointment of scrutineer:  
Frank Stokes is the current scrutineer. Mike Ward (MW) proposed he be re-appointed for his last year in the role. 

Proposal approved by the floor.

Reports:

EH: A written report would be circulated by MW. Louise (EH rep) read out the highlights.

SCHA: Frankie Tierney (FT) reported that the SCHA has been focusing on the single system and its application to the youth sections. AGM is on Thursday at Imber Court and the Council meeting that will follow on immediately after the AGM is to concentrate on the single system and Counties have been asked to send those in their regions who are most active in such area.

Knockout Competitions: Written report circulated in advance. Mike Harvey (MH) confirmed he had asked for feedback on the format and suggestions as to how to avoid the congestion that seems to occur around quarter and semi final match dates.

MW thanked MH for all his hard work.

Query raised from the floor that currently the teams at either end of the draw either get all home or all away matches, can that be looked at please? MW confirmed that would be discussed at the next Committee Meeting.

MW also pointed out that a query had been raised with him prior to the AGM asking if it would be better to split Hampshire Finals day so that the junior teams had their own Day separate from the adult Finals, the rationale being that the Day was somewhat rushed because of the number of Finals. Roger Merry felt that it was good for juniors and seniors to be together and to see the talent. The point was also raised that there would be little incentive for juniors to attend the Seniors Finals Day and vice versa.
MW confirmed the Committee will discuss this further.

Discipline: Written report circulated in advance. Chris Bond (CB) confirmed the South had not had a good year discipline wise. There had been 3 assaults on umpires in Hants. He also confirmed that immediately following the AGM a CDO Meeting would be held.

A query was raised from the floor as to whether it was possible to show how many matches by each County to measure against the number of offences. Hants play a lot more matches than some other Counties in the South. CB confirmed they do not have that information and yes 4th was not bad for Hants given the number of teams and the amount of league matches etc played. Normally we tend to be 1st or 2nd. However that does not disguise the fact we had too many category C offences (violence to umpires).

Schools & Youth : Written report circulated in advance. MW confirmed that Koo Jansen (KJ) had taken over from Peter Coote and had been faced with the first full season of the Single System. KJ had done a tremendous amount of work with others on his Committee this year.
KJ took people through the highlights of his report. He confirmed they were not yet successful in the Single System from an operational point of view. His Committee was working hard to set it up better this coming year. There will be an official set of Junior League Rules posted on the website.  They are still looking for people to join the Schools & Youth Committee.

Umpires: Written report circulated in advance. Martin Hannam (MHm) confirmed that David Boyle was concerned that there were not enough umpires to enable appointments to all the Mens Div 2 matches this coming season. He is urging Clubs to produce more umpires at the bottom end so that HHUA can push the better umpires up through the ranks to SCHUA and beyond.

Roger Merry asked the floor to give a vote of thanks to the umpires for all their work in the season – carried.

Junior County Teams: Written Report circulated in advance. KJ confirmed the JACs replace the County Teams but that as far as the Committee is concerned at the end of the day it is one team per age group and gender and they are Hampshire teams. The written report sets out the good results for the year. KJ confirmed he was very grateful to the volunteer coaches and managers for all their hard work. Tempest had also donated 6 sets of shirts for which again many thanks.
Development Officer: Written report circulated in advance. Sara ran through the highlights. She is very keen to improve Club/School links and thanked those Clubs that had hosted junior competitions during the year.

Leagues:

HWHL: Written report circulated in advance. KJ confirmed on behalf of Teresa Dennis, that following the withdrawal of a team after the HWHL AGM, the league system would remain at 6 Divisions with 10 teams in each. He confirmed the league is going well.

Mens (Div 1-4): written report circulated in advance. MW confirmed the merger of the various teams had gone better than many people had expected. No team obviously in the wrong place.
Mens (Div 5 onwards): These are looked after by Kevin Snewing.

Election of Officers:

President : Nominee - Robin Glanfield. Proposed by MW and seconded by Peter Coote. 

Chairman: Nominee – Mike Ward. Proposed by CB and seconded by Steve Downham.

Vice Chair: Nominee – Frankie Tierney. Proposed by CB and seconded by Steve Downham.

Secretary: MW confirmed that he had since sending out the Agenda found a nominee – Karl Jackson (KJk). KJk stood up from the floor and introduced himself. Proposed by MW and seconded by FT.

Treasurer: Nominee - Richard Wood. Proposed by FT and seconded by CB.
The floor voted the above into post.

Election of Council:
The list noted on the Agenda was voted in en bloc. MW confirmed that the posts of Youth Chairman and HHUA rep were non elected posts and were not part of the vote.

Election of Vice Presidents: 
MW confirmed that no names had been put forward by the President this year.

Rule Changes: 
MW confirmed this related to the County Rules and had been included in the written report circulated in advance. He ran through them and the proposed changes were approved by the floor.

Indoor Hockey: 
MW raised concern that the Indoor League had folded (this was not the Eastleigh Ladies Indoor League). He asked if this was just a fact of life or do Clubs still want indoor hockey? It was established from the floor that evenings are difficult for people and that the number of teams had been dropping off. No one had been prepared to take on the league administration and organise it when Karen Fox called it a day. KJk confirmed he was happy to help out in the organisation if the Clubs wanted it reformed.
Single System:
Roger Merry expressed concern that the Youth Committee has decided to include the JDC’s training in the season rather than in May & June. This puts children in positions whereby they have to train on Friday evenings and make choices between JDC and Club requirements which was not fair. It also reduces the number of weekends on which Clubs can play youth league matches. He conceded that this may affect Hampshire more than most Counties because of the large number of youth teams run by Clubs.
Gavin Rusling (Bournemouth HC) confirmed that Dorset JDCs are causing similar problems for Dorset teams with clashes between Club and JDC commitments.

Peter Coote confirmed that JK is right when he says we need to support EH but he feels EH has confused itself. We are not supposed to be overplaying youngsters. Playing in the summer took the focus out of the main season. It let the coaches concentrate on coaching the juniors not on their Clubs. Consequently he feels Hampshire’s solution of using the summer was a better solution than that imposed by EH.

MW confirmed he was at the Junior Committee meeting to decide the way ahead this season. 90% were in favour of the route taken. We should try and go along EH lines albeit not slavishly. We did decide when they would be played – let th county see for this season and if it does not work we can reassess.

HDO:
MW reminded the floor that Sara is our HDO and we could not manage without her involvement. Clubs pay for by a levy on teams. That continues for this coming season but there is no guarantee that support will continue. MW would urge Clubs to keep it going as without Sara we would definitely need to employ some else. Continued support means Clubs continuing to pay £45 per team per annum. This has been paid for 3 years now.

South League Mens AGM :
No issues were raised. A query was raised as to whether any teams had been bounced up two promotions? MW confirmed no and the scheme had not in any event provided for that. MW confirmed that this related to Div 1-4 only. For the lower divisions – Kevin Snewing would be giving consideration to any requirements.
Winners pennants were presented to Basingstoke Men and Romsey Men as Div 1 and Div 4 Winners respectively.

Long Pile Turf Pitches:
The % of these pitches going in is rising – mainly due to football financing. EH has set up a working group to combine with other sports to try and get a LPT pitch that different sports can all use. The other difficulty is that schools and organisations are putting them in for 5 a side football and the size of such pitches renders them useless for hockey even if the surface is ok. MW confirmed that EH is actually doing a good job on this issue and the website has some very useful information.
Website:
MW and RW stressed the importance of Clubs keeping their pages on the HHA website up to date. RW explained that Club administrators get a warning email if the website has not been amended for some time, and the site itself notes the last amendment date so if the Club has several administrators, they can see when it was last updated.

MW will chase Kevin Snewing as to when the Mens Open League fixtures (Div 5 and down) will be published. The Mens Open League fixtures (Div 1-4) and the HWHL fixtures are with TexSolutions and should be up by the end of the week.
Club Announcements:
There were none. However MW took the opportunity to thank Kim Upstil for providing the food and refreshments for this evening.
AOB:
The question was asked as to where Hampshire Finals would be played this coming season? MW explained the venue needs to have two astro pitches and a Clubhouse in close proximity, so the venues are really limited to Haselmere, Bournemouth, Southampton, US Portsmouth and Aldershot. The next consideration is price. The decision is generally made at the August Committee Meeting.

Meeting closed.

HHUA Hospitality Awards: John Gawley explained the nature of the awards and confirmed that this year both were very close.

b. The Emergence Committee shall comprise the officers and may act between meetings of the Council subject to advising council at its next meeting of any decisions taken. ‘

This year I thought it would be useful for members to see what the difference is between last year and now. As last year the tables above shows the breakdown of the major budgets and I am pleased to say that we have achieved keeping the Association solvent as well as adding some new developments. JDCs have been kept separate from Schools and Youth for ease of accounting. I would like to thank the various team managers and coaches in getting their match fees to me in a timely manner and though we made a loss on Schools and Youth we will be addressing that during the summer to see where we can reduce the deficit. 

I changed the method of raising invoices last year and it created problems so I will be reverting to sending out an invoice once clubs and schools have entered all the various competitions and then, if necessary, a final invoice at the end of the season. Clubs were, in the main, very quick in paying for which I thank you all.

Affiliation  fees for clubs were raised last year and it is recommended that there be NO increase for next season.

Competition fees: it is recommended that there be NO increase for next season

League Fees: it is recommended that there be no increase for next season

Looking at the budgets we received  £206.25 from Schools this season and it is recommended to the AGM that, in an effort to encourage more schools to partake in Hockey in Hampshire that we waive the school affiliation for this season.

Travel expenses: HHA has no set mileage rate and it is recommended that this be addressed at this AGM. The mileage rate is used for committee members to claim for meetings and also coaches/managers for matches. As a guideline HHUA pay umpires 23p a mile.

On behalf of HHA I would like to thank  HCC for a grant of £5000.00 to assist in HHA’s development plans (HDO).

Hampshire Women’s Hockey League Rules

The league shall be called the Hampshire Women's Hockey League.

The league shall be managed by a sub-committee of the H.H.A. and will be organised into as many divisions as is required.

New applications for membership and any resignations from the league must be notified in writing to the League Secretary by 31st March each year. Membership of the league may be refused, suspended or terminated by the League Committee.

Each team participating in the league must do the following.

Be affiliated to E.H.

Forward to the League Secretary when requested:

The league entry fee – direct to HHA Treasurer.

A list, in alphabetical order, of active players who may represent the team in league matches. This is to be in the form of on-line registrations on to the HHA website.

The name(s) of their team's umpire(s).

Details of their league contact (on-line) and

Where applicable, a Players Declaration Form. Any club with teams playing in South and/or National League must register and keep up to date a list of at least eleven active players who will be ineligible to play in the Hampshire Women’s Hockey League. Failure to keep this list up to date will be dealt with under rule 15.

Where and when applicable, give the Pool Umpire availability to the Appointments Officer.

In all divisions home teams must ensure that match times are confirmed and entered on the HHA website before the 15th of the month preceding the month in which the fixture is played. In Division 1, other than as a result of extreme circumstances beyond the control of the home team, start times may not be changed after this period without written consent of the league administrators and the HHUA. For Divisions 2-6, start times may only be changed when there is agreement between both teams and both umpires.  

Failure to comply with Rule 4 will result in a fine of £20 for each item not supplied.  Non-receipt of any of the above within 10 days of notification by the League Fines Allocator will be seen as failure to comply with the rules for participation in the league, and the offending team may be deemed ineligible to play for that season as a league team.

All players must be fully paid up members of their affiliated club.

A player may only represent one club during any one season. In exceptional circumstances, and at the discretion of the League Sub-Committee, a player may be allowed to change clubs during a season. Applications should be made through the League Secretary. Any breach of this rule will result in the second and any subsequent club forfeiting all their league points for the season.

Registration of players.

i. Any alterations to the list of registered players, including changes of surname, must be made directly to the HHA on-line registration list. This will be authorised by the League Registration Administrator. A player whose name is added to the list MAY NOT represent their team until at least 5 days after the date of her registration. An unregistered player joining a club as a new player may be registered on-line to a team no later than 9pm on a Wednesday evening and will then be eligible to play on the following Saturday. The League Registration Administrator will check team lists on the match report sheet. 

If an unregistered player is listed on a match report sheet, the offending team shall forfeit the match by having their goals discounted, and shall lose by a minimum of 3-0. If both teams play unregistered players, the results shall be a 0-0 draw and both teams will be fined one point. Where more than one unregistered player is listed on a match report sheet a fine of £10 will also be incurred for the second and any subsequent unregistered player played. 
Any player permanently dropped from a higher team for league matches, must be registered on- line 5 days prior to their next match. This will be authorised by the League Registration Administrator. 

Any player dropped from a South / National team into a Hampshire League team must be registered on-line 7 days prior to being selected for a League match. This will be authorised by the League Registration Administrator. Notification must also be given at the same time of who is to replace the player/s on the Players Declaration Form. 

Umpires.

ii. Each team's umpire must conform to one of the following categories: -

a) A holder of the E.H. Level 1 or higher, within Hampshire or

An umpire who holds a Level 1 award or higher from another county, or who holds a Services Award, or who is on the Southern Counties Register and has been assessed in a match situation reaching the standard required by the HHUA.

All teams in Divisions 2-6 must provide an umpire who conforms to the requirements of rule 9i. However for teams in Divisions 4-6, if necessary a competent umpire may be used. *See end of rules for a definition of competent.

Failure to comply with the above will result in the match being awarded to the team which has provided a qualified umpire and the offending team shall be deemed to have lost the match 0‑3.

League Division 1 will have umpires provided by the HHUA.

Matches.

iii. All matches must be played in accordance with the FIH Rules Board.

iv. All matches must be arranged to take place as per league fixtures list. (Postponement of matches may occur in the event of 3 or more players from one of the participating teams being required for Hampshire, Territorial or International commitments.  Dispensation for such a postponement must be sought by the club concerned at least 7 days in advance of their fixture.)

Matches will normally be played between 10am and 6pm. 

All matches must be of at least 50 minutes duration.

The home team must supply a suitable match ball.

Club uniform, including numbered shirts must be worn. Where similarity occurs the AWAY team must wear shirts and socks of a contrasting colour.

Teams not turning up will be expected to pay any expenses incurred by their opponents in respect of the match.

In the event of a postponement or change of venue on the day of the match, the HOME team must contact the VISITING team and umpires by a mutually agreed time. If the pitch, in the opinion of both umpires is unfit for play, the match shall be postponed.

The HOME team must give the completed match report sheet to the umpires before the start of the match.

The HOME team must send the completed match report sheet, signed by both umpires, to the League Registration Administrator to arrive no later than the Wednesday following the fixture. Failure to do so will incur a fine of £10 to be increased to £20 if unpaid within 7 days of the invoice being raised. If the £20 fine remains unpaid 7 days after it is imposed, then 5 points will be deducted from the offending team’s tally. 
All match results and any postponements must be put directly on to the website by BOTH teams before 9pm on the day of the fixture, or the above fines will be imposed.

If a team postpones a fixture it will lose 3 points and the game must be played by the end of the season. If a team fails to play a postponed fixture by the end of the season it will have its results deleted and shall be relegated two divisions. If a team postpones a total of 3 fixtures in the same season, it will have its results deleted and shall be relegated two divisions. The League Committee will consider exceptional circumstances

No team shall play a League match whilst its club for no acceptable reason cancels or does not play a League match for a higher selected club team on the same day. Teams shall be the strongest available on the day assuming that any higher club team shall have already been selected from available players, whether or not that higher team has a fixture.

Universities may apply to the relevant League Secretary for postponement of any match outside its University term, prior to the start of the season. 

Any team dissatisfied with the decision of the League Committee can appeal within 14 days of notification. A deposit of £100 (refunded if successful) must be lodged on appeal. The decision of the League Committee or an Independent Committee of 3 nominated by them shall be final and binding.

Scoring will be - 3 points for a win, 1 point for a draw.

Division positions shall be decided on points. Equality of clubs will be decided as follows: -

Firstly:  goal difference

Secondly:  goals for

Thirdly:  play-off 

The winner of the H.W.H.L will automatically be promoted into The South League. The winners and runners-up of all subsequent divisions shall be promoted.

The E.H. Disciplinary Code shall apply to all Hampshire League games.

In the event of any dispute that may arise in connection with these rules or other matters relating to the league, the League Sub-Committee shall determine the action to be taken.

The League shall indemnify its committee members and any person appointed by and acting on behalf of the League against any claim which may arise from any action taken with the authority of the League.

REMEMBER to do your on-line registrations by the 19th of September. Can I remind you that you need not re-register a player if they are temporarily playing for a higher team.

Please print off all your match sheets for the season (home games only). These need to be completed on the match day and sent BY POST to Jen Mayes, 420 Havant Road, Farlington, Hants, PO6 1NF  to arrive no later than the following Wednesday. A fine will be issued for any late match sheet.

After every game, BOTH teams must enter their results on to the website by 9pm that day. A fine will be issued for any late results. Koo will be checking that this has been done.

KIT

There is an expectation that ALL players adhere to the EH guidelines on kit  worn for matches. Ladies must wear skirts. Shorts are not acceptable attire.

Away teams must provide a change of shirt/socks when there is a colour clash.

Umpires

All teams are responsible for providing their own umpires. A minimum of a level 1 or C grade umpire is required for ALL Divisions.

However for Divisions 4 – 6, if necessary a competent umpire may be used.

Please see HWHL rules for the definition of a competent umpire.

Please note, the HHUA will be appointing umpires for all HWHL Division 1 fixtures.  The ULO’s of the home team’s clubs MUST confirm the appointments with the umpires and recommends that this is done by telephone and not to rely on text messages or email as these cannot be guaranteed to have been received.

Unacceptable behaviour

Unacceptable behaviour on or off the pitch, in any form, will not be tolerated. Any reports of this kind will be severely dealt with. 

Fixtures

Fixtures are on the website. Please note that due to a rule change all times must be entered on the website by the 15th of the previous month. In full:

In all divisions home teams must ensure that match times are confirmed and entered on the HHA website before the 15th of the month preceding the month in which the fixture is played. In Division 1, other than as a result of extreme circumstances beyond the control of the home team, start times may not be changed after this period without written consent of the league administrators and the HHUA. For Divisions 2-6, start times may only be changed when there is agreement between both teams and both umpires.  

We hope you all have a good season and remember it is the responsibility of BOTH teams to enter the result of their game whether played, postponed or abandoned.
