3. MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING 11th August 2014

Fine on Petersfield HC (6b)

This had been paid.

Junior account access (6c-i)

This was now virtually achieved.

Junior shirt stockholding(6c-ii)

KJ confirmed, to the satisfaction of Council, that the holding of a small number of shirts was in line with other counties.

This had not yet been completed but would be before the next meeting when a decision would be made.

Based on what was provided on this day, this was now satisfactory.


n
Chairman to contact double AGM non-attendees

The previously agreed £50 fines were now to be raised through the website.  Clubs are Portsmouth Sharks, Blandford and Stuminster Newton and Fordingbridge.  [Secretary’s note: The August minutes noted fines would be £25 for single team clubs, and £50 for others, not a flat fine of £50 for all, interestingly at the time Fordingbridge had two teams, but now appear to only have one].

Website committee listings (10)
These had now been updated.

5. CORRESPONDENCE
There was none.
6. REPORTS
a. Discipline

A report had been filed and Steve Downham confirmed recent progress.

b. Treasurer

The Treasurer presented current accounts.  Budget adjustments proposed in that report were approved.  £300 has already been spent on umpires participating in the Hampshire Cup and £250 has been set aside per venue (four) for pitch hire.
c. Junior and Single System

KJ had only two points to add over and above his report.

Firstly, he asked whether umpire coaches could be made available for the U13-U15 JDC festivals.  JH confirmed he would check and advise KJ.
ACTION – JH to report

KJ also reported that the Schools and Youth Single System accounts would be sent to the Chairman and Treasurer for approval once they had been scrutinised.

d. County Administrator  

There was nothing to add to the report distributed that would not be covered in other sections.
e. Leagues - Outdoor
HWHL – nothing substantial to report.
There had been no report from the Men’s Open League.  The Chairman reported that there had been two volunteers to take over administering the OL, the Treasurer and Richard Barter of Salisbury HC.  It was agreed that in advance of KS’s retirement that the latter should be allowed to work with him on Division 5 and lower matters.

f. Leagues - Indoor

DL reported that the Fleming Park boards were still useable, but as there was no Indoor league this year, this would only be relevant for later stages of the competition.
g. Umpires 
It was noted that a link to the umpire feedback system was visible on the front page of the website.  This ameliorated point 3 in his report.

In response to questions from those present, DL outlined the advice given at the Umpire’s briefing on aerials and handling of perceived deliberate offences.
It was confirmed that there will be a Hants KO indoor competition for which appointments would be needed that would provide teams to enter the South KO competition.

h. EH & South

1. EH :  
The Chairman reported that Lucy Rowe had held a Club Forum at Basingstoke HC.  He also reported that he’d received an Organogram from EH.
DL noted that proposed rule changes from FIH (potentially to go live in Jan 2015) had been announced and outlined them to the meeting.
EH have appointed a new relationship manager for the London area, Steve Turner.
2. South :  
Nothing separate to report
i. Cups/Tournaments/Hampshire Day

The KO Cup Secretary, apologised for lack of a report and outlined progress in the Men’s Hampshire Cup.  The first group round had been held on September 20th and had generally run smoothly.  The only inconveniences were the withdrawal of Winchester from the North Group on the eve of the event, and having to hold the East Group at Brockenhurst.  It was agreed that Winchester should be fined £100 for their non-attendance, disqualify them from the Plate competition, and charge them for their competition entrance fee.
ACTION – KO Cup Secretary to inform Winchester of their fine, and Treasurer to invoice them.

The KO Cup Secretary also reported on the number of entries for the other competitions which were generally in line with the previous year.
j. Website. 
Nothing to report.
7. COMMITTEE DINNER 
The Chairman observed that no alternative to “Bertie’s” had been forthcoming from other Council members, and despite some investigation on his part, could not find a more suitable venue.  It was agreed therefore to hold this year’s dinner on 17th November at “Bertie’s”.  The Chairman would distribute a menu shortly.  Partners were welcome but would be liable to a charge of £25 per person.
8. ANY OTHER BUSINESS

The Secretary noted that there had indeed been some correspondence from Havant Ladies 4s relating to provision of post-match refreshments.  After a brief discussion it was agreed that the relevant document on the website should be updated to state food (only) should be provided in all adult inter-club games and that it was the obligation of home teams to host their opposition.  (Two teams had been noted not to have attended teas and left away teams on their own).
The Treasurer asked the Association to contact the Principal of St Vincent’s College in Gosport in relation to the state of the goals on their pitch.  The Chairman agreed to do so.

ACTION – Chairman to contact St Vincent’s College regarding facilities.

A discussion was held regarding the possibility of Clubs providing a hospitality report in the same way that umpires do.  It was agreed that this would be proposed at the 2015 HHA AGM with a number of questions agreed by the Council in advance of the meeting along with the mechanism for recording this information online.

ACTION – JH to provide Secretary with Umpires’ report question.
JH asked for confirmation that the 10m bench separation rule would controlled by umpires, and it was agreed this should be the case.

The meeting concluded at 9.40pm.
